Purpose:

Responsibilities of the ATC Leadership Committee

The Advanced Technical Credit (ATC) Leadership Committee is charged with assisting in developing a formal mechanism for the continuous, systematic review and improvement of Advanced Technical Credit course alignments in subject areas for which alignments have previously been completed.  The ATC Leadership Committee is also responsible for a process to address issues related to implementation of the ATC standard articulation agreement.

Members and guests introduced themselves.

Review of Minutes

The minutes from the previous meeting were reviewed.  A motion was made and passed to accept the minutes with noted changes.  **Perkins Basic Grant--change the date from 09-10 to reflect 08-09.  TREX doesn’t allow additional information to be included on the system so any additional information will need to be included by alternate means.
Committee Discussion: ATC Issues

Law, Public Safety, Corrections, and Security Committee Crosswalk Recommendations

The revision committee met and reviewed the crosswalk.  There were 15 college faculty and high school members on the committee.  They agreed that “Crime in America” needed to be removed from the crosswalk.  In addition to the removal, they added 3 additional courses with no enhancements except for the teacher holding a Telecommunications Instructor Certification for one of the courses.  It was also suggested that a Juvenile Justice Systems course be added at the high school.  TEKS members will bring that suggestion back to their respective committee.

A motion was made and passed to accept the recommendations of the committee.  The recommendations are to remove Crime in America from the crosswalk due to the difficulty for high school students and also it was removed from some of the colleges. Since the courses are changing, it was decided to make these changes effective for the 2008-2009 school year.

Reporting ATC in PEIMS

There was discussion on the effect of the changes in PEIMS reporting on ATC.    There are two changes in PEIMS that effect ATC.  In 2008-2009 the Career Preparation and WBL numbers have been removed from the crosswalk.  These actually are delivery systems, not separate courses.  Effective with the 2009-2010 school year, the T codes will no longer be used to identify ATC courses.  To address these changes the manner in which a student transcript is coded will change.  The Academic Achievement Record (AAR) now must include reference in the designated place as to courses that are to be considered for articulation.  If the course is a locally-articulated course, it must be designated with the “A” code and the specific college to which the course is articulated.  If it is an ATC course, it must be coded with the “A” but no specific college will be listed.  It will be imperative to make sure this information is given to CTE administrators and Include information on AAR coding in all trainings.  .  

New Members

David McAnally replaced Jerry King as the member from Trinity Valley Community College.  Irene Cravey is replacing Jeanne Wesley for Texas State Technical College-Marshall.  Mark Kincaid is moving districts from Austin ISD to Pflugerville ISD.

Directions for Next Year

Karen Batchelor gave the following update on the status of the ATC grant.  The 08-09 grant will remain the same.  The 09-10 grant will change based on the HB 3845 revisions and the CTE Review panel changes.  There will be changes to the ATC grant but since the CTE Review Committee has not yet completed their review, it is not certain what those changes will be.  

It was recommended that this committee be available for assistance to any of the CTE Review committee.  It was recommended that a letter be submitted to the review committee regarding ATC participation during their meetings.

There are several other issues that will affect ATC.  By June 30, 2009, Career and Technical Education TEKS Revision Updates will be presented to the SBOE adoption.  This will change most of the secondary courses on the ATC Crosswalk.  Therefore staff will need to obtain preliminary TEKS revisions as completed for review and begin new alignments in summer 2009.  

In addition, although support for ATC has not changed, the 2009-2010 ATC-funded activities will depend on what recommendations are made to the SBOE from the CTE Review Panel.  To address possible changes, it will be important to provide multiple facilitators’ trainings throughout the state, provide technical assistance to community colleges, Tech Prep consortia, and Regional ESC’s in providing training and work with summer conference staff to provide training (primarily the recruitment and use of college faculty.)  Also, staff will make available the materials developed for the revision/addition of ATC courses, on the ATCTexas.org website.

A) It was recommended that unless a course was removed from WECM, no changes be made on the 09-10 crosswalk.  A motion was made and passed to accept this recommendation.

B) It was recommended that AAR trainings be given since the “T” code will be removed from PEIMS.  TEA will be doing the trainings through the ESCs and it was recommended that ATC staff be present to address the effects on the ATC coding.

C) Discussion was held on how to institutionalize ATC since summer conference and regional trainings are dependent upon ATC staff for the training.  There needs to be a plan to support them without personnel for ATC.  A “Facilitators Training” should be given for the ESCs, Tech Prep Directors and staff and Community College personnel so that ATC training can continue.  The ESCs need to have a relationship with the community colleges in order to get the faculty support they will need for the ATC trainings.  A marketing campaign to solicit trained facilitators should begin.  Market it at TACTE and CTAT and Eileen should attend the Tech Prep Directors meetings also.  Perkins contacts at the colleges should be included in the trainings, thus a list will need to be received from the THECB.

D) It was also recommended that technical assistance in the form of materials, checklist, flyers, and forms be provided as needed.

E) Since the TEKS are being reviewed and we are uncertain as to what changes will be made to them, there may be no need to do summer conference ATC trainings in 2009.  It was recommended that no trainings be done after 3rd week in September 2008 and that all courses expiring in 7/31/08 be extended until 2010.  A motion was made and passed to extend all expiring 7/31/09 approvals for 1 year and not provide any ATC teacher trainings after the October 1, 2009 until Fall 2009.

F) It is important to create a process for updating the crosswalk which would include the checklist, materials for participants, and process to follow.  This data could be put on a protected area of the ATC website.  The crosswalk can possibly start to be looked at in February 09 with the TEKS rewrite being completed or close to it.  It is planned that the crosswalk will be ready for the 09-10 trainings to occur in the Fall 09.

It is hoped a review of the crosswalk courses can start at the CTAT Mid-Winter Conference happening February 2009 in Houston.  Travel and expenses can be covered by the grant.

ATC Statistics

The following statistics were reported for the 2007-2008 school year:

· Total number of Districts with ATC Approved Teachers: 858

· Number of ATC Approved Teachers: 8,799 

· Total number of students participating in ATC courses (according to PEIMS data):  157,394 in school year 2006-2007.

TEA Update

Karen Batchelor and Kelly Callaway gave the update for the TEA.  There is a new mini standards listing for the AAR published.  The College Connection website will be operational soon.  The new Director of Curriculum and Instruction at the TEA is Shannon Baker. The Uniform GPA process is still underway with a meeting scheduled in September.

SFASU ATC Update

SFASU staff reported that they attended and assisted in the ATC trainings and were then able to bring the forms back and immediately review and approve teachers.  This greatly facilitated the approval process.
